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Minutes of First Cabinet Meeting 

Burtts Corner, NB

September 20, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m., followed by the singing of the National Anthems, a  moment of silence and the Lions Invocation.

Moved by PCST Gerry Forsythe to approve the agenda with the addition of Cabinet Reports.  Seconded by Lion Dale Roberts.  CARRIED
District Governor Claude welcomed everyone present and thanked the Burtt’s Corner Lions for hosting the meeting.  He then introduced the head table consisting of Second VDG Gerry Hartigan, First VDG George Mitton, King Lion John Gordon and CST Norah J. Davidson-Wright.  Seventeen Past District Governors were recognized and one Lioness.

King Lion John welcomed those in attendance to Burtt’s Corner.  He advised that Lion Brian Edmondson is home from the hospital and resting.

First VDG George stated that he was very pleased with the morning MERLOW team meeting and thanked Burtt’s Corner for hosting todays events.

Second VDG Gerry is looking forward to the USA/CANADA Forum in Memphis.  He was very encouraged by the MERLOW meeting this morning.  He reminded us all that new Lions members are out there and just need to be asked.

Roll Call was answered by 80 Lions representing 28 Clubs.  8 of 11 Zone Chairs (regrets from Laurie Stewart ZC5), 27 Cabinet members in attendance.

CST Norah presented her report, noting that 38 clubs have paid dues.  Only 8 directory ads to the clubs and 3 to businesses are outstanding.  There are still a few clubs who have not filed PU-101s with LCI.

CST Norah presented the budget for 2009-10.  Moved by PDG Denzil that the budget be approved as presented, seconded by PDG Rheal.  CARRIED
CST Norah presented the year-to-date financials.  Moved by PDG Sonny that the financial statement be approved as presented.  Seconded by Lion Neil Hanson.  CARRIED
PDG Sheila Searle presented her Auditor’s Report noting that the 2008-09 year had outstanding receivables of $353.50, and that the previous administration brought forward $13,660.30 at the close of the year.  It was acknowledged that the previous administration had also advanced $2,500.00 start up funds prior to the year-end.  Moved by PDG Jan, seconded by CC Rod to approve the Auditor’s Report.  CARRIED
PDG Sheila recommended that $5,000.00 be invested during the year.  After some discussion PCC Sonny moved that $5,000.00 be invested at the best possible terms; that the investment could be cashed pursuant to approved budget requirements and that the matter be brought back to cabinet before the end of the year.   Seconded by PCC Kevin Guiggey.  CARRIED
There was no correspondence.

The Minutes of the DGO meeting were approved.  Moved by Lion Dale, seconded by PDG Ron Branscombe.  CARRIED
PCC Denzil gave a report on the Zone Chairs meeting earlier in the day.  8 of 11 Zone Chairs were present (1 regret).  Duties of the Zone Chair position were reviewed as there are some new faces as well as experienced Lions.  Clubs are asked to forward reports to the DG, VDGs and CST.  Next Zone Chair Meeting at 10:00 a.m. November 8th, 2009 prior to the second cabinet meeting.

Lion Doug Small co-Leadership Chair gave a presentation on Leadership and Training for 2009-2010 and the 90/10 rule.  (His presentations are posted on the district website)

The meeting recessed for lunch and reconvened at 12:40 p.m.
