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Minutes of Third Cabinet Meeting

Moncton, NB February 7, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m. CC Rod led the singing of the Star Spangled Banner and PDG Luke led the singing of O Canada, followed by a moment of silence for deceased and sick members of the Lions family and victims of the Haitian Earthquake Disaster.

PDG Clarence Curwin led the Lions Invocation.

Motion to approve the agenda, with Roll Call added, by Lion Bob Y seconded by Lion Barb S CARRIED.    

District Governor Claude told the Lions he has completed fifty visitations.  He feels the District is doing very well and that it is where it should be.  He is truly enjoying his visits; having a great time with Lions sharing respect for each other.

CST Norah introduced Terry Wagner from the New Brunswick ReStart a Heart Program.  Terry gave a very clear demonstration of the portable defibrillator, showing how easy it is to use.  The program wants to see a defibrillator in all public facilities such as arenas and community centres.  He spoke of the success of the ReStart a Heart defibrillator vs. CPR (50% v. 5%) and told the Lions about several New Brunswickers who had successfully recovered from a heart incident because of this program.  He encouraged Lions to support this program in their communities, noting that Lions facilities are often the kind of community places where this program could be valuable.

King Lion Irene MacInnis welcomed the Lions to the Moncton Club.

First Vice District Governor George is planning for the year ahead.  He will be calling on Lions to serve our District in Cabinet Roles and hopes that people will accept the challenge.

Second Vice District Governor Gerry welcomed the crowd and acknowledged that there were distractions today - the PEI Ladies Team competing in the Tournament of Hearts final.  He is looking forward to his year as first VDG and seeing his role expanded next year.

Roll Call was answered by 22 Clubs, 13 PDG’s and (an amended) total of 81 Lions.

Lion Doug Small introduced Lion Don Smith who gave a terrific presentation on Leadership, making sure that everyone in the room recognizes themselves and each other as Leaders.  He defined Leadership as “the ability to elevate others to heights they never dreamed they could reach on their own”.

CST Norah presented the treasurers report.  The District is in healthy financial shape at this time.  The Autism Guide Dog Project has raised over $1900.00 to date.  PCC Sonny asked that a letter go out to the Clubs requesting their assistance.  Duly noted. Motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report moved and seconded CARRIED

The only correspondence was the Multiple District Dues invoice

CST Norah noted that Summerside Lions and Campbellton Lions were recognized in the current Lion magazine.  

DG Claude spoke of the success of the Portage Christmas Project and the importance of what Lions do for Portage.

PDG Jan introduced PCC Kevin and Lion Susan as her Convention Committee and described the events planned for the MD Convention in Fredericton at the Fredericton Inn in May.  Hospitality Book $50.00, PIP Judge Brian Stevenson is our Guest for this convention.  There will be round tables hosted by PDG’s at the banquet, and a two-tiered head table with opportunity for the incoming DG’S to speak.  LHHS will provide entertainment.  There will be a convention pin and opportunities for sponsorship for the event.  Letters will be sent to the Clubs.

MERL Co-Chair 1VG George reported on a very productive meeting.  He thanked Lions Gerry and Sheila for their work with one club in particular.  PDG Larry will make presentations to two High Schools about Lions.

PDG Luke reported on the Zone Chairs meeting.  Five zones were represented.  He encouraged Lions to take on the role next year and clubs to keep working and submit their reports

Leadership Co-Chair Doug Small thanked PDG Larry and Lion Don for their great work.  He noted that all presentations can be located on the district website.

CDA -NB Chair Lion Neil reported that Tag Day netted $1,320.13.  Posters and pins are available for Cavalcade, to be held in Sussex with a Dinner and Dance to follow.  

Cavalcade Chair Harold noted the date for Cavalcade is May 29th and the route will begin at Sobeys.

Lion George Vail has been working on a Cavalcade for PEI.

Elections: CC Rod noted for all Lions that the deadline to file nomination papers is 30 days before convention with the CST (and the Elections Chair).

International Relations PCC Tim stated that Haiti needs all the help we can give.

Youth Chair PDG Luke stated we must find ways to encourage youth to find value in being Lions before we can get them to join.  He noted that Zones 11 and 12 are collaborating on a joint Purina Walk for Dog Guides for LFC. Zones 13 and 14 would like to merge into one. This item was referred to LRP.  

LCIF N-1 Coordinator CST Norah reported that over $900,000.00 has been donated to the LCIF Haiti Earthquake Relief Fund. Lions are there - Ontario Lions converted an orphanage to a hospital to treat the wounded.  Distribution of money and supplies is a critical issue in the relief effort. Canadian Friends of LCIF is almost ready.  They are waiting for consent from several Canadian Foundations including LFC because of similarity in their names.

LFC Chair CC Rod reported good merchandise sales to date.  He asked any club wanting to present a Judge Brian Stevenson Award at the convention, by the Judge himself, should contact him.

LFC Director Sonny reported on his work with LFC and complimented LFC on its management.  He reported on the new Autism Guide Dog Program and trainer Chris Fowler.  One dog has been placed with a New Brunswick child from the first classes.

Newsletter Chair Susan asked for stories and photos.  

Ron Evans Bursary Chair, PDG Boyd has written to all clubs for donations to this program.

USA Canada Forum Chair IVDG George stressed the opportunities afforded by the Forum. This year the Forum will be in Madison Wisconsin September 23rd -25th.  

NEW BUSINESS

PCC Tim reported on the Leadership Institute to be held in N-1, near Saint John, from April 28th at 1:00 p.m. to April 30th at noon. Motion by PCC Tim for the district to find 18 participants from N-1 to the Institute at $50.00 each, seconded by Lion Terry.  CARRIED.

Lion Lloyd spoke about PDG Ron Branscombe.  There will be a fundraiser for Lion Ron February 20th at 7:30 at the Cambridge Narrows School Auditorium, cancellation date February 22nd, 2010.  



KL Joyce and Lion Gerry of Riverview Lions presented a cheque for $2,500.00 to PDG Boyd and Lion Ron for the Lion Ron Evans Bursary.  Funds were raised mostly from a breakfast held by Riverview.

KL Merrilyn and 1VDG George presented a cheque for $400.00 from Rexton Lions for LCIF Haiti Earthquake Relief and a cheque for $250.00 to PDG Boyd and Lion Ron for the Ron Evans Bursary.

Parkdale Sherwood lions donated the proceeds raised at the bar during the Island Artists Relief for Haiti Concert.  This Club raised over $17,000.00 on this project.  Lion Paul took a week of holiday time to organize this wildly successful project.  Total raised for Haiti over $47,000.00, doubled by matching funds from the Federal Government.

Tail Twisting for PDG Ron B raised $259.13.  Great Job.

Riverview Lion Arlene Hachey asked Lions to support a demand to the government to fund libraries for the blind in our public library system by sending a letter.  She will send this out via the CST.

Lion Judy asked Lions to come to Riverview Charter on March 6th, 2010, RSVP February 26th. 

Parkdale Sherwood Lions are getting ready for their 50th Charter celebrations. More to follow.

CST Norah raised the issue of providing funds to assist an incoming DG and spouse since LCI only provides $500.00 for the spouse expenses (and the DG Elect Banquet is $140.00).  After discussion and amendment PDG Sonny moved the Motion.  Seconded by PCC Kevin to refer the matter to LRP, C & B and finance for review and recommendation.  CARRIED
