Annual Convention

Summerside, Prince Edward Island

Hosted by the St. Eleanor’s Lions Club

17th & 18th of April 2010
District Governor Claude LeBlanc officially opened the Convention at 8:50 a.m. Saturday, April 17th, 2010 at the Linkletter Causaway Bay Hotel.  He welcomed all Lions in attendance and thanked the Convention Committee for a great Meet & Greet on Friday evening.

Lion Betty Hoban led the singing of “O Canada”.

Zone Chair Dale Carter led the singing of “The Star Spangled Banner”. 

 Leadership Co-Chair Lion Doug Small outlined the Officer’s School schedule.

Convention Chair Lion Gary Gaudet welcomed all in attendance to the Island and outlined times for the day’s events.

District Governor Claude then adjourned the meeting, to reconvene April 18th, 2010 at the St. Eleanor’s Lions Hall at 9:00 a.m.

District Governor Claude reconvened the meeting at 9:00 a.m. and turned the meeting to the Convention Chair Gary to conduct the Lions Necrology Service followed by refreshments while the Delegate Certification took place.  The meeting reconvened at 10:30 a.m.

Moved by PCC Tim Hoban, seconded by PDG Jack Moffitt, to approve the agenda.  Charlottetown Lions Eyeglass Collection Award added at item 19.  CARRIED.

DG Claude introduced the Head Table, First Vice District Governor George Mitton, Second Vice District Governor Gerard Hartigan and the Cabinet Secondary-Treasurer Norah J. Davidson-Wright.  DG Claude recognized 12 PDG’s in attendance and 2 Lioness.

King Lion Stewart Arkwell of St. Eleanor’s Lions welcomed all Lions to the convention and hoped that all would enjoy their time here.

First Vice District Governor George and Second Vice District Governor Gerry spoke briefly to the audience.

PDG Boyd and Lion Susan Sangster presented the LCIF Award for the Club with the highest per capita donations to LCIF to the Nackawic Lions Club for 2008-2009 year.

Roll call was answered by 156 members from Thirty-five Lions Clubs.

CST Norah presented the Financial Summary.  She noted that we have $19,048.75 in savings and $200.00 in membership shares.  At this time, we have several overages in revenue and under expenditures which is the best way to be.  PDG Rheal moved the acceptance of the Financial Report, seconded by PCST Gerry Forsythe.  CARRIED
Correspondence was read from Lion Ron Branscombe thanking the district for their assistance was read. DG Claude had just received communication that DG N-2 Mark Durnford’s brother-in-law had passed away as a result of a car accident.

Motion by Lion Harold Borden, seconded by Lion John Murray that the minutes of the third cabinet meeting in Moncton 2010-02-07 be approved as circulated.

Lion Gerry F. commented that any club interested in the ReStart a Heart Program and considering purchasing a defibrillater should contact him regarding pricing of the units.  CARRIED  

Motion by PDG Luke, seconded by Lion Susan F. to approve the minutes of the District N-1 convention in Saint John, 16th & 17th of April 2009 as circulated.  CARRIED
PDG Rheal gave the Long Range Planning Report on behalf of PCC Sonny Bonnell on the issue of providing assistance to the expenses of the DGE’s spouse.  LRP recommended the amount of $500.00 be added to our budget in the future.  This would require an amendment to our legal documents.  Moved by Lion Doug Cook, seconded by Lion Brenda Breen-Beers that the matter be referred to the Constitution & Bylaws to bring forward a Notice of Motion to provide for the expenditure of $500.00 to assist the DGE with expenses for spouse travel to the International Convention.  CARRIED 

Motion by CST Norah, seconded by PDG Carl S. that the amount of $500.00 from surplus funds in the current year be allocated to the DGE spouse’s travel expenses.  PDG Jan moved to amend the motion to increase the amount to $1,000.00.

An excellent discussion including the information that International had withdrawn all but $500.00 of the funding for the DGE spouses; that this year’s convention was in Australia and travel was a significant expense for this year, that the two VDG budgets should be addressed if the District was prepared to help fund the DGE’s spouse.

On the question, the amending the Motion was CARRIED.
On the question of the original Motion, as Amended, CARRIED.
The issue of zone amalgamation was also addressed by LRP. PDG Rheal advised that LCI has advised the Chair that the Zone composition was set by the District Governors at his or her discretion.

PDG Rheal then brought forward his report and Notices of Motion for consideration.  Moved by PDG Luke, seconded by PCST Gerry that the following items be approved for amendment to our bylaws:

Page 6, Article I, Section 2 b); replace the words “Article III, Section 4” with: “Article IX, Section 6”.


Page 6, Article I, Section 2 c); after the words “Article IX”, add the words: “Section 6”.

Page 7, Article I, Section 3 b), last sentence; after the word “positions”, add the words: “of Region Chair (if utilized by the District Governor) and Zone Chairs”.


Page 7, Article I, Section 3 c), Sub-Section (v); replace the number “5” with the word: “five”.

Page 10, Article III, Section c); replace the existing wording with: 

“c) Quorum          The attendance of a majority of the members of the Cabinet registered for a meeting shall constitute a quorum for any meeting.”      CARRIED
Moved by PDG Rheal, seconded by Lion Scott Brieah to approve item Article IV S 7 for amendments to our bylaws.  Lion Susan S. moved to amend the Motion by deleting the last sentence and replacing with: this budget is to be published at the convention in which it is to be considered for approval. Seconded by Lion Luke.  Amendment carried.  Original Motion as amended CARRIED
Page 11 Article IV S7 delete 

Page 11, Article IV, Section 6; remove “last sentence” and replace with: “The Incoming District Governor shall be the Committee’s Chair.”

Amendments to policy Manual 

Moved by PDG Rheal that all items (titled) be numbered for ease of reference. Seconded by Lion Don Smith CARRIED.
Moved by Lion Alec Cassista, seconded by Lion Susan Sangster that the title “Humanitarian Award” be added to Appendix E

List of Awards, after “Environment Award” and, after the environment award add criteria as follows:

District   N-1  HUMANITARIAN    AWARD
Guidelines for this award shall be as follows;

*   ALL Clubs within District N-1 shall be eligible and have an equal opportunity

to win this award, irrespective of their membership numbers, financial wealth, or other property resources. 

            *   “Administrative Duties” of individual club officers are not to be taken into consideration by the selection committee. Criteria, as established by the District for Best Club, Best Club President, Best Club Secretary Awards, shall not be applicable when appraising the eventual winner of this award.

 *   Neither shall financial support for Lions Clubs International Foundation, the Lions Foundation of Canada or club’s granting of awards such as a Melvin Jones Fellowship, Judge Brian Stevenson Fellowship, etc., be a determinant in choosing the winner of this award.

The Selection Committee shall base their decision on the following assessments;

*   An individual club project, or a collective number of projects promoting local community service. Examples of qualifying activities would be any that support local Sight Conservation & Work with the Blind, Hearing Conservation & Work with the Hearing Impaired or Speech Action, Diabetes Awareness, Drug Awareness, etc. 

*   The needs and impact of such project(s) to the community.

*   The success of the project(s).   

            *   The extent and participation of all club members, working together to achieve a single goal.

             *   A club’s overall commitment to the Lions Code of Ethics and Lions Club Objects.

Elections Chair Gord Sheculski reviewed the deadlines for zone chairs and District Governor and VDG positions.  

He was provided with complete nominations for DG. 1st VDG and 2nd VDG and one Zone Chair.

Lion Peter Gallant of North Rustico Lions for Zone 3 is elected

 PDG Jan advised that the Zone Chairs for Zone 11 and 12 had been elected (report provided).

 Zone 11 Lion Susan Sangster of Barkers Point Northside Lions, 

Zone 12 Lion Susan Forward of Geary Lions, Lion Gord called for nominations from the floor Zone by zone.

Zone 1, 2, 4 no nominations

In Zone 5, Lion Gerry F. nominated Lion Eric Hussey of Moncton Lions, who accepted the nomination.  There being no other nominations, Lion Eric was elected as Zone Chair in Zone 5.

Zone 6 no nominations.

In Zone 7, 2C Dale Carter nominated PDG Frank Sullivan of Newcastle Lions, who accepted the nomination.  There being no other nominations, PDG Frank was elected as Zone Chair, Zone 7.

In Zone 8, Jeanne-Marie Robichaud nominated Lion Lucio Cordisco of Shippagan Lions, who accepted the nomination.  There being no other nominations, Lion Lucio was elected as Zone Chair, Zone 8.

Zone 9 and 10 no nominations.

Zone 11 confirmed Lion Susan Sangster Zone Chair.

Zone 12 confirmed Lion Susan Forward Zone Chair.

In Zone 13 (combined Zones 13 & 14) Lion Don Smith of Pickwauket Lions was nominated from the floor and accepted.  There being no other nominations, Lion Don was elected as Zone Chair, Zone 13.

Lion Jamie Penten of East Royalty Lions has offered to stand as Zone Chair Zone 2.

Lion Gord announced the nomination of Lion Stewart MacDonald of Pickwauket Lions as Second Vice District Governor 2010-4.

PDG Lion Jan Phillips formally nominated Lion Stewart. She spoke of Lion Stewart’s many years of service and always lending a helping hand. She particularly praised the work of Lion Stewart on the St. Martins’ Seniors Project. Seconded by PDG Lion Rheal Cormier,  Saint Antoine Lions. PDG Rheal spoke of Lion Stewart’s many positions in Lionisn, and also spoke of Lion Stewart’s work on the St. Martin’s Senior’s project.

Lion Stewart addressed the convention, thanking the Pickwauket Lions and his wife, Lion Heather, for their support. He stated that, as he was entering his third retirement, he would have the time needed to work for our District

Lion Gord announced the nomination of Lion Gerard Hartigan of Summerside Lions as First Vice District Governor 2010-11

Lion Andrew Gallant, Summerside Lions, formally nominated Lion Gerard, seconded by Lion Les Mathieson, Summerside Lions.

Lions Gord announced the nomination of Lion George Mitten as District Governor 2010-11.  PDG Luke Stennick of Geary Lions formally nominated Lion George.  He spoke of Lion George’s service to Lions including two terms as CST and participation at two USA Canada Forums.

PCC Lion Bev Semple of Kensington Lions seconded the nomination.

Lion George stated that he will work for the Lions of District N-1 and emphasised that  “you (the Lions) are the boss, I will work for you”. 

Lion Gord outlined the district’s opportunity to put forward a candidate for International Director.  This candidate will be selected at next years N-1 convention, then go to the Multiple District to ask for the multiple’s nomination.

PCC Lion Bev Semple, Kensington Lions, announced her candidacy for International Director.  She expects to be very busy meeting the challenge and campaigning in the next year.

Lion Susan Sangster announced that the Barkers Point Northside Lions Club endorsed CC Lion Rod Wright as Candidate for International Director.  CC Rod is unable to attend this convention because of work commitments.

DG Claude adjourned the meeting for Elections and lunch.

DG Claude reconvened the meeting at 1:10 p.m.

Lion Happy Jack spoke on the Charlottetown Lions Club request to reinstate an award for Most Eyeglass Donations by a Club.  He addresses the concern raised that Lion Gary not be responsible to track the donations by the Clubs and proposed that Clubs would include their donations on their M & A Reports and the District Governor would tally the numbers.  Lion Bernie Gribben of the Calgary Eyeglass Recycling Centre has agreed to provide the Perpetual Plaque.  The cost to the District would be the annual name plate and the Keeper plaque.

Motion by PDG Rheal, seconded by Lion Stafford Chapman to refer ro issue to LRP 2010-2011 in discussion, this is not a reinstatement of an award, it was not included in the N-1 original documentation.  1 VDG George assured the Lions that this matter will be addressed at the first cabinet meeting of 2010-11 if the deferral motion is passed.  CARRIED
Leadership Co-Chair Lion Doug Small reported that the Officer’s School was very successful, with 92 Lions Participating in the first sessions and 45 in the second session.  Comments were very positive and new ideas brought forward for future schools.  

Elections Chair Lion Gord thanked the Lions who helped with the Election process.  The Election results were clear.  Motion by Lion John Murray, seconded by PDG Boyd to Destroy the Ballots.  CARRIED.
Lion Gord confirmed the election of Lion Stewart MacDonald, second Vice District Governor (Elect)

Lion Gerard Hartigan, First Vice District Governor (Elect)

Lion George Mitton, District Governor (Elect)

Each of these three Lions thanked the District for their support and pledged to work hard for District N-1 and Lions.  

Zone Chair 11 PDG Jan reported on her Zone activity this year and how much she enjoyed the position.  She challenged Lions to come forward to fill the vacant Zone Chair position.  She and Zone Chair 12 Polly Carr held joint meetings and their joint Zone Project, the Fredericton Area Purina Walk for Dog Guides has the participation of ten clubs so far (written report submitted).

PDG Lion Boyd reported on the Ron Evans Bursary Fund (Portage).  The balance now stands at $13,249.12 (written report submitted).

Cavalcade Chair Lion Harold Borden advised the Lions that the Co-Chairs Lions Elizabeth and Darrell Butcher, Sussex Lions, were ready to go.  Tickets for the meal will be available at the end of the meeting or by contacting the Co-Chairs.  NB Cavalcade May 29th at Sussex Lions - lunch, parade and supper are the highlights of a great Lions day.

District Governor Claude spoke to the Lions about his year with the District.  He thanked all the Past District Governors for their advice, and  Lion Lucio and all the Lions of District N-1 for their tremendous support and for their work in Lionism.

DG Claude presented 2VDG Gerry with a clock for his work as 2VDG.

DG Claude then presented 1VDG George with a clock for his work as 1VDG.

DG Claude then presented CST Norah with a clock, a crystal ornament and certificates for her work as CST.

CST Norah, on behalf of the District N-1 presented DG Claude with a framed ink portrait of a Lion for his service as District Governor.

Lion Gerry Forsythe announced pins for sale $5.00 each.

Lion Terry Kavanagh has 27 MD pins left.

Lion Dale Carter announced Rexton Lions 48th Charter on April 24th, 2010.

Lion Mary Small has Zone Chair manuals and CD’s for all incoming Zone Chairs.

CST Norah asked Lions to return the credential cards at the end of the meeting, and for Clubs with perpetual plaques to get them to Fredericton to her.

DGE George presented his budget for 2010-11 for consideration. Moved by Lion Gerry F., seconded by Lion John M. to accept the budget.  On the question, the $500.00 contribution to the DGE spouse confirmed earlier in the meeting is a separate amount not included in the written budget presented.  CARRIED 

DGE George announced that he has appointed Norah J. Davidson-Wright as his CST for 2010-11.

Deadline for registration is May 10th, 2010.

USA Canada Forum in Milwaukee is September 23rd-25th, 2010.
